What is important in a verb is its transitivity

Transitivity is the obligatory elements the verb takes.

Churchill  died in 1….. the verb “to die” is intransitive, it does not take any element.

Churchill wrote about aural architecture. The verb “to write” takes at least one element. You always write something. In this case it is transitive or monotransitive.

Mariano Moreno wrote a letter to his wife from the exile. The verb takes two elements.  It is ditransitive.

Architecture has been called the mother of all arts.

Academics /faculty have called Architecture the mother of all arts.

Architecture is concerned with the design, arrangement and manipulation of  physical properties of a space.

Adverbs of frequency

Never  - barely never - rarely – sometimes – often – usually – always –
Never did I go…/ Never could I travel abroad…./ never have I gone to Paris

Ted – ded – started, added, folded
